Semi skilled: two or more skilled members.  Crew can make repairs (siding replacement, fascia, soffet, screen work, window glass replacement, porch decking, stairs w/handrails, prehung doors/locks).

____3.

Skilled: many members are skilled in building trades; others have some experience.  Crew can do significant repair jobs (window unit replacement, wheelchair ramp).

____4.

Highly skilled:  crew can do major repair projects requiring diverse skills (could restore house sides, and other highly skilled work).

The work dates are April 17th and April 24th.  Many crew leaders send out a smaller group before the first work day to power wash their home.  Please check the dates your crew will work:  NOTE: IF THE CREW SKILL LEVEL IS 2 OR ABOVE, PLAN TO WORK BOTH WEEKENDS TO COMPLETE YOUR ASSIGNMENT!
